Intensive immersion in the target language
Our immersion courses constitute the most  
efficient way of learning a foreign language. 
Course participants plunge into and are fully 
immersed in everyday German; they hear, think 
and speak the language throughout the entire 
course time. 
Immersion courses can be booked for mornings or 
afternoons (see the course times on the right) and 
take place on 3 days per week.

Mini-Groups with 3–6 participants 
Thanks to small groups of only 3-6 participants 
and the support of a team of qualified teachers 
with German as their native language, the tuiti-
on is varied, very personal and everyone gets to 
speak frequently.

Practical help for everyday life
We help you with your specific questions regar-
ding life in Switzerland. The focus is on all kinds 
of practical, everyday themes, depending on the 
interests and existing knowledge of the partici-
pants. The course language is High German, but 
you also learn Swiss German words and expressi-
ons which are useful to you in everyday life.

Excursions
We take you on an excursion to see the highlights 
of the city of Zurich and its surroundings, e.g. a 
tour of the old city, the botanical gardens, the zoo, 
the Üetliberg, the Technorama in Winterthur or 
the Transport Museum in Lucerne.
